The Army Song

The song was originally written by Field Artillery First Lieutenant (later
Brigadier General) Edmund L. Gruber, while stationed in the Philippines
in 1908 as the "Caisson Song." The original lyrics reflect routine activities
in a horse-drawn Field Artillery Battery. The song was transformed into a
march by John Philip Sousa in 1917 and renamed "The Field Artillery
Song." It was adopted in 1952 as the official song of the Army and
re-titled, "The Army Goes Rolling Along." The current lyrics tell the story
of our past, our present, and our future.

“THE ARMY GOES ROLLING ALONG”’

INTRO: March along, sing our song, with the Army of the free
Count the brave, count the true, who have fought to victory
We’re the Army and proud of our name
We’re the Army and proudly proclaim.

VERSE: First to fight for the right,
And to build the Nation’s might,
And The Army Goes Rolling Along
Proud of all we have done,
Fighting till the battle’s won,
And the Army Goes Rolling Along.

U.S. Army Cadet Command History

The Army Reserve Officers’ Training Corps began with President Wilson signing the
National Defense Act of 1916. Although military training had been taking place in
civilian colleges and universities as early as 1819, the signing of this act brought training
under a single, federally-controlled entity: The Reserve Officers' Training Corps (ROTC).
Army ROTC is the largest officer-producing organization within the American military,
having commissioned more than half a million second lieutenants since its inception.

The U.S. Army Cadet Command was formed in April 1986 with Major General Robert
E. Wagner as its first commander. With its headquarters at Fort Monroe, Virginia, Cadet
Command assumed responsibility for more than 400 Senior Army ROTC units and over
800 Junior ROTC programs. Cadet Command transformed ROTC from a decentralized
organization turning out a heterogeneous group of junior officers into a centralize
command producing lieutenants of high and uniform quality. An improved command and
control apparatus, an intensification and standardization of training, and improvements in
leader development produced a transformation of pre-commissioning preparation.

For over 35 years, Cadet Command has produced more than two-thirds of the second
lieutenants for the active Army, the Army National Guard, and the U.S. Army Reserve.
More than two-thirds of the current active duty Army General Officers were
commissioned through ROTC. Army ROTC trained and educated officers bring a hybrid
vigor to our officer corps by drawing on the strength and variety of our social fabric.
Cadet Command accomplishes this by combining the character building aspects of a
diverse, self-disciplined civilian education with tough, centralized leader development
training. This process forges a broad-gauged officer who manifests the strength and
diversity of the society from which he or she is drawn, as well as the quality of strong
officer leadership.

In 2010, the Cadet Command headquarters moved to Fort Knox, Kentucky and was
awarded the Army Superior Unit Award for its outstanding accomplishments in
educating, training, and commissioning college students to be officers of character. In
2013, the Secretary of the Army approved the consolidation of Cadet Summer
Training.

Today, Senior Army ROTC has a total of 274 programs located at colleges and
universities throughout the 50 states, the District of Columbia, Puerto Rico, and Guam
with an enrollment of more than 33,000 Cadets. Currently, there are 1,709 Junior ROTC
units and over 300,000 junior Cadets. Junior ROTC has an enormously positive effect on
our youth, helping young people from across the socio-economic spectrum. Junior ROTC
instills the values of citizenship, national and community service, personal responsibility,
and a sense of accomplishment in high school students. Army ROTC is recognized by the
American public as a premier leader development program and continues to transform to
provide adaptive leaders of commitment and character to the world’s greatest Army.

RECONNAISSANCE COMMANDO

In 1958, 101st Airborne Division commander, Major General Wil-
liam Westmoreland, gave Korean War Medal of Honor recipient Ma-
jor Lewis Millet an important assignment. His task? Establishing a
condensed, but intense, patrolling and raiding school for the divi-
sion. Westmoreland was concerned that his division’s paratroopers
needed more intensive training in raiding and reconnaissance patrol-
ling, but was aware that the U.S. Army Ranger School was unable
to provide training on the scale he envisioned for an entire division.

General Westmoreland chose the name “RECONDO” for his school.
The “Recon” half of the new word was clear enough, but there is
still some lingering debate over the “do” part. Most soldiers young-
er than General Westmoreland assumed the name was a combination
of reconnaissance and commando, but some sources say that General
Westmoreland’s original intention was that the “do” came from the
WWI nickname for American soldiers, “doughboys.”

Cadets earning the RECONDO Badge have met the following criteria:

¢+ Must meet Army Body Composition Program requirements
(Height/Weight) on first assessment upon arrival (or be granted a
waiver).

+  First Time Go, Army Combat Fitness Test (ACFT); must earn 80
points or higher in each of the six sub-events.

+  Must successfully negotiate all obstacles in Confidence Course.

¢ Must score Expert in Hand Grenade Assault Course.

+  Must complete the 6-Mile Foot March with the Regiment in 90
minutes or less.

+  First Time Go with score of 90% or higher for the Land Naviga-
tion Written Test.

+  First Time Go with minimum of seven out of eight points for the
Land Navigation Practical Exercise.

+ First Time Go, Basic Rifle Marksmanship Pop-Up; must qualify
Sharpshooter or higher.

¢+ Must receive GO/PASS for all remaining Evaluated Tasks for
Advanced Camp graduation requirements per CST Policy Letter
#9.

+  Cannot have Negative SPOT Report recorded or founded discipli-
nary action by a Board; if the Board rules against the Cadet after
Advanced Camp completion, then the RECONDO Standing will
be rescinded.

**All cadets who earned the RECONDO Award are an-
notated with two asterisks throughout the program.
